Jasper Days Queen Scholarship Pageant
RULES AND REGULATIONS
1. The Jasper Days Queen Scholarship pageant will be held on an annual basis in conjunction with Jasper Days. Entrants agree to abide by all rules. Entrants agree that the time, manner, and method of judging shall be solely at the discretion of the Jasper Days Committee, and the decision of the judges shall be final.
2. Contestants shall be citizens of the United States, and female residents of the state of Missouri, and reside in the Jasper R-5 School district.
3. Contestants shall be single, and cannot be (or ever have been) married, pregnant, or have any children.
4. Contestants shall be Freshman, Sophomore, Juniors or Seniors enrolled in Jasper R-5 Schools, or a graduate of the previous school year, or if homeschooled shall be  in the equivalent of grade 9 - 12 and shall be at least 14 years of age but not older than 21 years of age on September 1, 2011.  
5. Entries were originally supposed to be postmarked no later than August 22, 2011.  Deadline has now been extended to postmarked no later than September 8, 2011.
6. A complete entry will include the following:
• Completed Entry Form
• Photos will be taken at the judging for publication use
7. Conduct deemed to be improper or detrimental to the Jasper Days or the Jasper Days Queen Scholarship pageant will be reason for disqualification and dismissal by the Jasper Days Committee.
8. If the Jasper Days Queen fails to complete her term, the title will be passed on to the 1st runner up.
9. Jasper Days Queen is encouraged to enter the Ozark Empire Fair Fairest of the Fair Queen contest the following year.
10. Selection of the queen will be based on the following scoring base:
• 20% Application … application will be reviewed by the judges for content, completeness, grammar, punctuation, originality and spelling.
• 20% Personal Interview … contestants will be judged on poise & grooming … interview dress code is (dress to impress):
· Dress & heels (no flip flops or athletic shoes)
· OR … Formal Attire 
• 20% Memory Board … each contestant shall submit a memory board prepared on a tri-fold white corrugated board no larger than 48" wide x 36" high (just like the ones used for Science Fair competition there are some smaller ones available at Wal-Mart which would acceptable) … these will be on display in one of the fair venues for the duration of the fair … the memory board should represent the contestant and convey the personality of the contestant.  Contestants are encouraged to involve friends and family members in the preparation of the board.  The contestant can use photographs, original artwork, arts & crafts materials, scrap booking materials, natural & artificial flowers/foliage/seeds/grains.  The contestants name should be prominently displayed in the upper left hand corner of the memory board in 1 – 3 inch block letters in the color and design of the contestants choosing.  The boards will be judged on originality, community/school spirit & family values.  All material should be “G-rated”.
• 20% Public speaking … the public speaking portion will consist of a 3 minute talk on “Celebrating local culture” … the topic should be something of local interest … be creative.
• 20% Extemporaneous Question
The Queen will receive:
· Scholarship to the college or university of their choice in the amount of $250.00
· Crown & Sash
· Entry fees into next year’s Ozark Empire Fair “Fairest of the Fair” pageant

Please Read Carefully
1. I understand that I must be a female  Freshman, Sophomore, Junior or Senior enrolled in Jasper R-5 Schools, or have been a graduate of the previous year, or if homeschooled shall be  in the equivalent of grade 9 -  12 and shall be at least 14 years of age but not older than 21 years of age on September 1 in the year of the Jasper Days Queen Competition in which I participate.
2. I represent that I am not now married, have never been married, and have never
conceived a child, I understand if these conditions change that I must notify the Jasper Days Committee immediately and that this may affect my  eligibility to participate in the competition.
3. I understand that Conduct deemed to be improper or detrimental to the Jasper Days or the Jasper Days Queen Scholarship pageant will be reason for disqualification and dismissal by the Jasper Days Committee.
4. I understand that I must be of good character and reputation and that the Jasper Days
Committee reserves the right to approve all entrants and to determine, without question,
their eligibility to participate in Jasper Days activities. I agree to abstain from using drugs,
alcohol or tobacco products during my reign
5. I represent that I am physically able to participate in pageant rehearsals and all Jasper Days 
activities.
6. I understand that I must be a resident of the Jasper R-5 School District
7. I understand that the scholarship money will be paid directly to an accredited college or university upon written proof of registration and itemization of fees payable and that I will receive no cash in lieu of unused scholarships. I
also understand that I have five years from the date I earn my scholarship to claim it or it will
revert to the Jasper Days  Scholarship Fund.
